In 2006, Judge Tester
was sworn in as a United States Bankruptcy Judge for
the District of Puerto Rico. In December 2007, Judge
Tester was appointed to the Bankruptcy Appellate
Panel for the First Circuit and is currently still a
member. He is also a professor on the faculty for the
School of Law at the InterAmerican University of
Puerto Rico.
